may be used for the wall to create a uniform colour scheme

e Dark colours work well on modern homes with a large wall surface

e [f painting your house in a dark colour, choose a shade that makes the house blend
in with its surroundings

e Dark colours make a house look solid and stout
e A light colour makes a house look light and spacious

Before you begin painting the surfaces, make sure the substrate is in
a suitable condition. This means that any damage should be repaired.
Use filler/repair mortar of the same type as the existing plaster.

Brush off any loose paint or plaster.

Wash walls down using a suitable cleaning agent and let them dry
before applying primer.

STEP 2. PRIMER

Prime previously untreated surfaces using Jotun Mur Silicone Emulsion
Primer to bind loose surface particles, even out absorption, and
waterproof the surface.

If the surface is still chalking after washing,or if it is still absorbent,
apply primer. (Check if that is the case by spraying a little water on
the surface to see if the water penetrates the walls). Spot-prime any
repairs or any bare areas.

STEP 3.UNDERCOAT

Most surfaces will benefit from a coat of Jotun Mur Silicone Emulsion
Undercoat after primer has been applied.

The undercoat will even out structural differences in the surface,
and fills out cracks up to a depth of 0.5 mm. Apply undercoat using a
coarse brush, working in different directions. If necessary, undercoat
may be mixed with a half amount of Topcoat for full coverage. If the
wall is newly plastered, and completely free from cracks, Jotun Mur
Silicone Emulsion Topcoat may be used as an intermediate coat of
paint.

STEP 4. TOPCOAT

The last step should always be a coat of Jotun Mur Silicone Emulsion
Topcoat when applying a topcoat. This topcoat gives walls a beautiful
finish, and makes the surface both weatherproof and water-repellent.
Apply Topcoat using a spray gun, paint roller or brush. Jotun Mur
Silicone Emulsion Topcoat is available in 24 specially selected colours
in addition to white.
